Some have an 
international focus, such as the Japanese, Scot-
tish, French,  Italian and English gardens. Also 
included are less formally structured gardens in-
cluding one of the very few Fern and Moss gar-
dens recognized by the Hardy Fern Foundation in 
the United States, as well as Shade, Prairie and 
Woodland gardens.  On-site are a visitor center, 
gift shop, and a  beautiful facility that may be 
rented for wedding reception, reunions, meeting, 
etc.  
An admission policy is in effect  April-October. 
Group tours  and buses are welcomed with  
advance notice.
